Home and Browse
The TrueFlix Home screen offers two browse options: a category browse and a thumbnail browse.

The category browse utilizes the two groups of TrueFlix titles on the left and right of the screen: People, Places, and History to the left and Science and
Nature to the right. Below these titles are tabs that correspond to each of these two groups' categories. For People, Places, and Histary, the categories
are American Indians, Ancient Civilizations, Biographies, The Civil War, Continents, Information Literacy, My United States, National Parks, The Thirteen
Colonies, U.S. Government, U.S. Regions, Women's History, and Westward Expansion. For Science and Nature, the categories are Alternative Energy,
Animal Kingdom, Disasters, Earth Science, Ecosystems, Experiments, Extreme Nature, Extreme Science, Farm to Table, Great Discoveries, Health,
Human Body, Incredible Plants, Outer Space, Physical Science, and The Solar System. Clicking on one of the categories accesses a category browse
screen from which you can choose among thumbnails for all the TrueFlix units in that category. Clicking on any of these thumbnails brings you directly to
the title screen for that unit.

The thumbnail browse utilizes the eight large featured TrueFlix thumbnails that rotate at the center of the Home screen and the carousel of thumbnails
that rotates at the bottom center of the screen. Clicking on any of these thumbnails brings you directly to the title screen for that TrueFlix unit.

To return to the Home screen, click on the link at the upper-left corner of the screen.
